TYLER COUNTY POLICY: IAC/GO

INTERNET USE

The Tyler County Board of Education believes that the purpose of technology is to support learning and enhance instruction.  The educational benefits to students and staff through access to various online services and the Internet far exceed any potential disadvantages of such access.  The ultimate responsibility of setting and overseeing guidelines that students should follow when accessing the Internet and online services must lie with the parent(s) and guardian(s).  To that end, the Tyler County School System supports and respects each family’s right to decide whether or not to apply for access.

The Tyler County School System can control neither the information, nor the content of such information on the Internet.  The majority of the sites on the Internet can provide a wealth of educational opportunity to schools and students, however some sites may contain inappropriate or controversial information.  While the intent of Tyler County Schools is to provide access to the Internet and online services to further its educational goals and objectives, parents should be aware that student account holders will have access to potentially unacceptable resources if they disregard the school’s and school system’s limitations. In addition to this county policy, all students and employees of the Tyler County School System will be subject to the guidelines and regulations of the West Virginia State Department of Education Internet Policy 2460.  Both policies will also encompass the proper and responsible use of the county Internet Server as a means of information storage and retrieval.

The use of the Internet and Online services is a privilege, not a right.  Therefore, all students and employees must abide by this Acceptable Use Policy.  Failure to do so may warrant disciplinary action.  Individual schools may further restrict Internet usage as part of their own school Acceptable Use Policy.

INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY

Please read this document carefully before signing it.
The Tyler County Board of Education, West Virginia Department of Education, and Verizon WV have coordinated services to provide access to the Internet for all schools in Tyler County.  The purpose of Internet access for students and staff is to promote global education by providing access to unique resources, opportunities for collaborative work, and enriched academic achievement.

With access to the Internet comes the availability of material that may not be considered educational.  In an effort to block material that is obscene, pornographic, harmful or inappropriate, the West Virginia Department of Education has enabled Internet content filtering.  Because it is impossible to control all materials on the Internet sites, the Tyler County Board of Education and its employees will not be held responsible or liable if a student or staff member innocently, or unknowingly accesses a site containing unsuitable material.  Intentionally accessing an inappropriate site will warrant disciplinary action.  In addition, students will access the Internet solely through the school network.  They will not access the Internet using wireless devices connecting through cell towers or through any point that bypasses the school network.

The use of the Internet while utilizing buildings and resources of Tyler County Schools is a privilege, not a right.  All students and employees in the Tyler County School System must have a signed Acceptable Use Policy (also called Local Internet Safety Policy) on file in order to access the Internet or supervise students accessing the Internet.  A parent or guardian must sign and return the User Agreement page of the Acceptable Use Policy to grant permission for his/her child to access the Internet.  Students and staff must receive training in proper use of the Internet in accordance with State Policy 2460 and the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA).

All Tyler County Schools and the Board of Education office will comply with State Policy 2460 as it applies to the creation, content, and maintenance of websites.

The Tyler County Acceptable Use Policy shall be in effect for all telecommunication networks established such as, but not limited to, satellite reception.

All staff and students must abide by this county Acceptable Use Policy.  However, this document shall not prohibit individual Tyler County Schools from further restricting Internet usage as part of their own school Acceptable Use Policy.
